SQHS Portfolio Checklist

Portfolios serve as a record of your work.  The quality of your portfolio says a great deal about the quality of your work overall and gives a first impression to the panelists who will be listening to your presentation.  Portfolios should be a 3-ring binder with the documents presented in order as follows:

Required Sections:

(Use notebook dividers to clearly separate sections)

· Title Page (name, title of project)

· Table of Contents

· Copy of your Proposal (Include Rubric indicating your met standard)




· Culminating Project Time Log

· Community Advisor Final Observation form


· Artifacts/Evidence of Project Completion (May include pictures, receipts, brochures, notes, correspondence, sketches, etc.)

· Copy of the Written reflection (if written)

Some of the best portfolios include

· Plastic protector sheets to display documents neatly

· Artistically done cover

· CD with pictures, Power Point Presentation, other electronic documents (not necessary for the Presentation but you may want it for future use) 

You should have a separate copy of pictures of artifacts that you plan to use for your presentation.  It is unprofessional to present from your Portfolio.  

The portfolios are due before your presentation.  Check you CP calendar for the due date or talk to your advisor. Do not plan to put your portfolio together the night before (or the morning of).  
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
